Questions to consider?

1. What are some “lies” you picked up growing up concerning men and women

2. What are some “truths” you picked up growing up concerning men and women? How
have those truths benefitted you over time?

3. What are some reasons it so difficult for us at times to play a subordinate role to
other people?

4. Read the Scripture below. What do you notice about submission-who is it for? (vs.
21) What must be happening to a believer for him/her to be willingly and joyfully
submitting to others? (vs. 18). What are some other results of being “filled
(controlled) by God’s Spirit and how do these help with the willingness to submit to
others for their welfare and God’s glory? (vs. 19-20)

making melody with your heart to the Lord; [20] always giving thanks for all things in
the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to God, even the Father; [21] and be subject to one
another in the fear of Christ.
