Matthew 16:18 – “I tell you, you are Peter, and on this rock I will build my 
church, and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.” 

 
John 21:12 - “Jesus said to them, ‘Come and have breakfast.’ Now none of the 
disciples dared ask him, ‘Who are you?’ They knew it was the Lord.” 

 
Luke 8:4-8 - “…The sower went out to sow his seed; and as he sowed, some fell 
beside the road… other seed fell on rocky soil…, other seed fell among the 
thorns… other seed fell into the good soil, and grew up, and produced a crop a 
hundred times as great.”  
 
Luke 12:37 - “The servants who are ready and waiting for his return will be 
rewarded. I tell you the truth, he himself will seat them, put on an apron, and 
serve them as they sit and eat.”
