IV.  Jesus promised a life of greater works to all believers.

John 14:7-14



What this promise means:

1. Many believers will often live longer than Jesus’ stay on earth.

2. All believers together will be part of the greater works.

1 Peter 2:5-9 - "You are... a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His
own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of
darkness into His marvelous light.”

3. All believers can be involved in the life changing ministry of the Spirit.

John 6:63 - "The Spirit gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. The words I have spoken
to you--they are full of the Spirit and life.”

4. All believers can now proclaim the risen Redeemer and all His promises to
the entire world.

1 Corinthians 15:1-4 - I declare unto you the gospel...how that Christ died for our sins
according to the Scriptures; and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third
day according to the Scriptures."

Matthew 28:19 — “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.”
