2. Jesus Restores.          Vs. 36-43

Philippians 2:7-9 -     “He emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant.. in the likeness of men… He humbled Himself by becoming obedient to the point of death on a cross…. And God highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name.”


3. Jesus Empowers.       Vs.  49-53


Acts 1:8 -   “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses…to the ends of the earth."

2. 	HIGHLIGHT a verse or truth that stands out to you and write it out. 
3. 	EXPLAIN the text in your own words to make sure you see the big picture of God’s Story. (Who wrote it, why was it written and to whom it was written? What is the context? How does the text point to the Father, Son or Spirit? What is said about our new identity as believers in Christ? What we are to be doing?)
4. 	APPLY a truth from the text to your life. (Focus on what God is saying to you and what is your act of obedience, confession, praise, giving thanks, etc.) 
5. 	RESPOND in prayer and go live out what God reveals to you.
