Reviewing This Past Sunday
Promised Land: The God of Unusual Victories
Joshua 6:1-5, 22-25

Has there ever been a time when the Lord Himself called you to do something that was
different, odd, or felt a little ridiculous? What happened?

What obstacles do the people of God sometimes today see as insurmountable?

What are the benefits to us and others when we believe God is a Promise Keeper and we
trust Him and His promises?

Read Proverbs 21:31 and 24:6. Why are both these truths important when it comes to
having victory?

RESPOND in prayer and go live out what God reveals to you.
