I. Ask for wisdom. 1 Kings 3:5-15

Proverbs 3:5-7 - “Trust in the LORD with all your heart, and do not lean on your own
understanding. In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make straight your paths...
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Be not wise in your own eyes; fear the Lord, and turn away from evi

John 15:5 - "I am the vine; you are the branches. Whoever abides in me and I in him, he bears
much fruit, for apart from me you can do nothing.”

James 1:5 - "But if any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all generously
and without reproach, and it will be given to him.”

John 14:13-14 - “Whatever you ask in My name, that will I do, so that the Father may be glorified
in the Son. If you ask Me anything in My name, I will do it.”

II. Apply wisdom. (1 Kings 3:16-28)

ITI. Appreciate wisdom. (1 Kings 4:29-34)
