I1. God’s Word, empowered by the Spirit, creates life out of death. (Ezekiel 37:4-14)

John 3:7-8 — "Do not be amazed that I said to you, ‘You must be born again.” The wind blows
where it wishes... so is_everyone who is born of the Spirit.”

John 6:63 — “Jesus said, It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh is no help at all. The words that
I have spoken to you are spirit and life.”

Ephesians 2:4-6 —"...God...because of the great love with which he loved us...when we were
dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ—by grace ... raised us up with him...”

Ephesians 6:19 — “(pray) also for me, that words may be given to me in opening my
mouth boldly to proclaim the mystery of the gospel.”
